J.O. FRASER'S PATTERN OF PRAYER APPLIED TO THE LORD'S PRAYER
The Lord's Prayer is a helpful prayer pattern for a Christian leader as he enters into the warfare prayer needed to fulfill the work that Jesus, the Sovereign Lord, has sent him to do.

The first thing the Christian leader does is approach the throne of grace and come to a place of abiding by praying, "Hallowed be Your Name." There are eleven different compound names of Yahweh that a believer can pray through as he seeks grace and mercy at the throne of grace. In praying through the names of Yahweh he is appropriating the present ministry of Jesus and finds help in order to accomplish the ministry Jesus has called him to.

Specifically, the Christian leader asks the Lord Jesus to set Himself apart as Yahweh Adonai, the Sovereign Lord. Jesus is the Sovereign Lord. He is building His church. Jesus gives gifts to men. He sends His followers as the Father sent Him to accomplish the work He has called them to do. In faith the Christian leader affirms: 

1. The work the Sovereign Lord Jesus has given him to do, 

2. The resources Jesus is giving him to accomplish the work, and 

3. Those people and/or things Jesus is placing in his hands.

The Christian leader should often quote the Scripture verses, pray through the word pictures or sing the songs the Lord has given him as promises of His sovereign call in his life. The Christian leader finds a twofold benefit in this affirmation of asking the Lord Jesus to set Himself apart as Yahweh Adonai, the Sovereign Lord. 

1. He is appropriating the work of Jesus, as the builder of the church, in his life and ministry. "A man can receive nothing unless it has been given him from heaven." 

2. His faith is encouraged through affirming the promises the Lord has given him in his life and calling.

In all of this the Christian leader is standing firm on his God-given ground, making a persistent assertion of faith and claiming the victory. In that place of abiding the Christian leader is: 

1. Seated with Christ in the heavenly realms, 

2. Loving Jesus and keeping His commands, and 

3. Connected to the Head of the church and listening for His mind.

As one who has been given a work to do and is sent by the Sovereign Lord Jesus, the Christian leader takes hold of the authority that has been given to him. He prays, "Let Your kingdom come. Let Your will be done." He prays kingdom prayers through the themes of John 17, entering into spiritual warfare to take ground away from the enemy and advance the Kingdom of God as a forceful man or woman in Christ. direction from day to day to fulfill the Sovereign Lord's calling in his life.
